The NCWHA HIGH POINT MEMBERS CLASS PROGRAM was created to recognize and 
reward member participation in NCWHA member specific classes at the following horse shows 
for the 2010 season: 
 

1. PCFTA Traditional Horse Show- May 14 – 16th, 2010 in Elk Grove, CA 
****Revision- The PCFTA Traditional Show is being added to our 2010 HP 
Program as all the NCWHA HP Member classes were re-scheduled to Sunday, May 
16, 2010 for this event**** 

2. 7th Annual Woodside Gaited Horse Show- June 5 - 6th  2010 in Woodside, CA 
3. PCFTA Fall Tribute Horse Show – September 17 – 19th  2010 in Elk Grove, CA 
4. 3rd Annual NCWHA Oktoberfest Horse Show – October 23 – 24th, 2010 in Santa 

Rosa, CA (This show earns double points) 
 

*The NCWHA Oktoberfest horse show will count for double points for this award* 
 

 
PROGRAM DESCRIPTION: Under this NCWHA program the member rider will receive 
points for their placing in the specified classes in events designated by the NCWHA Board as 
stated above. The points will be determined using the table below:

ELIGIBILITY: To be eligible for awards/points, the rider must participate in one of the above 
mentioned 2010 horse shows. The rider is automatically enrolled in the program when he/she 
participates in his/her first NCWHA specific class. In addition in order to receive points/awards a 
copy of the horse’s papers must be on file with the NCWHA High Points Chairman and both its 
owner/lessee and rider must be NCWHA members in good standing. No points will be credited 
to the rider until the horse’s papers are on file and its owner/lessee and rider become NCWHA 
members.  
 
ANNUAL AWARDS: At the NCWHA Annual Meeting of 2011, awards will be presented to 
the member riders receiving the highest cumulative points during the 2010 season in each of the 
following categories.  
 

1. TWH Pleasure- NCWHA Amateur Adult Rider Member Class (2 gait) E/W 
2. TWH Pleasure- NCWHA Youth Rider Member Class (2 gait) E/W 
3. TWH Pleasure- NCWHA Open Rider Member Class (3 gait) E/W 

 
*TWH Pleasure classes are open to any Plantation, Liteshod, Trail Pleasure, and Country 
Pleasure horses. (Trail Pleasure and Country Pleasure horses shall be ridden by an amateur or 
youth rider)  
 
****The same horse can-not show in more than one of the above categories.*** 
 
 

Trainer of the Year High Point Award 
 

The NCWHA TRAINER OF THE YEAR HIGH POINT AWARD was created to recognize 
and reward our hard working trainers who participate or have clients who participate in the 
NCWHA Member Class program for the 2010 show season. 
 
PROGRAM DESCRIPTION: This award goes to the Trainer who has received the most points 
in the year on the horses under their responsibility that participate in the NCWHA High Point 
Members Rider Classes offered at the approved horse shows. Only the NCWHA Member Rider 
Classes count for these points. Trainers will earn points from the horses they signed as Trainer 
for at the approved horse shows. The points will be cumulative throughout the year using the 
same points system as the rider program.  
 
ELIGIBILITY: To be eligible for this award the Trainer must be a member in good standing 
with NCWHA. Points for this program will not begin to accumulate until owner/lessee, rider, 
and trainers are members of NCWHA. In addition all rules of the member class program must be 
met and entry forms for classes entered must reflect the trainer in order for points to be awarded 
for this program. 
 
ANNUAL AWARDS: At the NCWHA Annual Meeting of 2011, this award will be presented to 
the trainer receiving the highest cumulative points during the 2010 show season.
